The Town of Doesburg in Gelderlandt, Holland, is still in existence and from records in the possession of some of the Family, correspondence with persons nearby the following information has been obtained.

HENDRICK HENDRICKSEN VAN DOESBURG (1630-1689): The records indicate that he was born in Gelderlandt, Holland.  Sometime between 1644 and 1655, he came to the tiny colony of New Amsterdam.  He was appointed as a burgher (suggests that he was a middle‑classed citizen) in April of 1657 and was the first appointed policeman in 1661.  In 1655, at the Old Dutch Church within the walls of Fort Amsterdam, he was married to Marritjen Hendricks van Haerlem, originally from Haarlem, The Netherlands. . 

 The tiny colony was located on the southern  tip of Manhattan Island and was surrounded on three sides by water.  The extent of the colony was about a half‑mile square.  The first Dutch Church, established in 1628, was outside the fort and nearby was the town's burial grounds.  Hendrick and Marritjen established a new home on the island of Manhattan.  Some years later they moved, with their children, to Long Island.  This was in the Mid‑Seventeenth Century, and from which place the Family started during the third, fourth and fifth generation to establish themselves in other parts of the State of New York and later in New Jersey.  They had several children, including:

JOHANNES DOESBURY, who was born and baptized in 1666 in the New York Dutch Reform Church, and who married Mary __________born in 1668.  They had two children, John and Mary. 
John Dusenbury married Elizabeth Mudge on May 29, 1736, had many children but whose son Moses gives our lineage.  

Moses Dusenbury and Elizabeth Fowler Dusenbury were married and in 1772 was collector of Phillips Precinct.  In 1773, he was elected Commissioner for laying of highways.  The Journal of the Provincial Congress and Committee of Safety records that Moses Dusenbury was Colonel of a Regiment of Militia at Fredrickburgh and Phelps Precinct in Dutchess County in May, 1776.  Black’s History of Putnam County states that the Family of Dusenbury were the original settlers of Phillipstown, now the Town of Putnam Valley.  Moses and Elizabeth had children, including:

William Dusenbury (1731-1815) who married Sarah Lane.  The will of William of Bedford, New Purchaser, dated 1774, was witnessed by Peter Dusenbury, Enoch Honeywell and Miike Bassett.  At the County Clerk’s office at Poughkeepsie, New York, on June 15, 1782, there is a record of purchase by William Dusenbury of certain land from Benjamin Robinson.  This land consisted of 305 3/4 acres and was later owned by Williams’ great grandchildren, the Haddens and their father, Gilbert Hadden.  Gilbert Hadden was living on August 3, 1873, having been born January 2, 1804, and having married Mary Jane Dusenbury, then eighteen years of age, on May 15, 1830.   William and Mary had several children, including

Charles Dusenbury, born May 18, 1730 in Peekskill, New York.   During the Revolutionary War, he served with Colonel Hopkins’ 6th Regiment in Dutchess County Militia, also in Colonel Luddington’s 7th Regiment.  Charles married Mary Conklin, also of Peekskill, New York and they had several children.  Charles was one of the Commissioners who designed and built Croton Dam.  Any member of the Family who may be interested, will find a bronze tablet inside the New York Public Library on Fifth Avenue and 42nd Street, New York City, on which is recorded the name of Charles Dusenbury.

Quite likely, everyone who has attempted to compile a genealogy has been good-naturedly told by his acquaintances not to dig too deeply because he might dig up a gallows with a member of the Family at the rope’s end.  However, strange as it is, no criminal record of any kind has been brought to light.  On the other hand, there have been many instances of the services of Dusenburys in the history of our Country in the War for Independence, the War of 1812, the Civil War, the Spanish American War, and World War I. Also, which is much more desirable and important, there have been many instances of community services rendered by members of the Family in the communities where they have resided.

Samuel Dusenbury was bon to Charles and Mary on August 4, 1792.  He left Peekskill during the War of 1812 as assistant surgeon on the privateer “Old Ironsides.”  At the close of the war, the cruise of the privateer being over, he was given his discharge at the Port of Charleston.  The Country was then in an unsettled state and the next authentic account we have of him, he was located in Columbus County, North Carolina.

The original commission granted to Dr. Samuel Dusenbury was written on sheepskin and the last known account of that, it was in the possession of Lt. James Saye Dusenbury, USA of Fort Totten, New York.  Several years ago, one dozen imperishable photographs were made of this commission and promiscuously distributed among the Dusenbury Family.  By virtue of this service on “Old Ironsides” in the year 1849, the United States Government awarded him a land warrant for 160 acres of land.  This land was located out west and he realized it for $160.

Samuel was a Baptist preacher and a school teacher, having taught school in Robeson County, North Carolina, at a place called Ashpole Baptist Church.  He married a widow, named Lay, whose maiden name was Mary Ellis, an Irishwoman, and who emigrated from the Emerald Isle to this country and married one Ellis (she had been Mary Drysdal) whom she met in Charleston, South Carolina.  How they ever came to locate in North Carolina, we do not know.  She was the mother of six children by her first husband.  Her Dusenbury children were all boys and in the order of their birth, were: Timothy, Zacheus William, Samuel Solomon and James Elkanah.

After Mary died, Samuel married Sara O’Donnell Lay.

All of the boys came to Horry County.  Zacheus William secured a position as lumber surveyor at the Old Upper Mill, as did James Elkanah who lived with Zacheus William.  Sol had learned the tailoring business and located in Conway, where he pursued that vocation.  Timothy was the last to move from Columbus County, North Carolina and he was a farmer.

Samuel was a great suffered from rheumatism.  Just previous to his removal to Bucks Lower Mill, he taught school in Robeson County and lived with William Ayers, who was also a Baptist preacher.

After his boys had settled in Horry County, Samuel came to Horry County, becoming a Missionary Baptist minister, public school teacher, industrialist and landowner.  He came to Bucks Lower Mill between 1850 and 1855 and lived with his youngest son, James Elkanah up to the time of his death, which occurred in 1864.  He is buried in Union Methodist Church Cemetery Toddville.

The story was told by Aunt Julia to my mother that Ida was in a very poor financial condition and was having difficulty raising the three children. An offer came to Ida from a family of Causey's who were in desperate want of a child to adopt Charles. Supposedly, they were financially able to take care of Charles and give him hope for the better things in life. At any rate, she allowed them to adopt her youngest child. There were stories told of how either one or both of the adopted parents had possibly a gambling or a drinking problem and Charles never did have those things promised at adoption. Edith Proctor Dusenbury Woodbury, daughter of Ansel Lawrence Proctor, the first mail carrier in Horry County,a nd wife of deceased Donald Dusenbury, son of Capt. Zack Dusenbury, wrote n article which was published in the Independent Republic Quarterly of April, 1971, extracts of which are quoted below:

"My father lost one of his horses by lightning which struck an oak tree nearby.  He, therefore, purchased one from Dr. Joe Dusenbury, who had just acquired his first automobile. This horse was extremely fast due to past experience with the doctor, and had performed as though he realized someone's life was in jeopardy and must hurry to get the doctor there in time.: (She stated that her father had passed the Civil Service examination in about the year 1908.) 

"At this moment, I'm compelled to recall the friendship between my father and Dr. Joe Dusenbury.  He did not wait for any of us to become ill for him to visit; knowing the welcome that was awaiting him upon his arrival...

"Dr. Joe, having no children, often asked my parents to let me go live with him and his wife.  I, then, could not see why I could not go.  My feelings were that I couldn't be missed‑‑having two sisters and three brothers‑‑and more arrived later.

"...a friend (Dr. H.B. Burroughs)...decided...to go to Florida to seek his fame and fortune.  In a very short time, his small amount of money was exhausted.  He soon turned his thoughts and steps toward home. Walking many miles each day...he finally reached Georgetown. His first desire was to locate Capt. Zack Dusenbury, Master of the F.G. Burroughs. 'Little Doc' rushed down to the wharf.  There he saw the Captain loading his ship for a trip to Conway.  Capt. Zack, realizing the lad as tired and hungry, took him abroad and served him a delicious meal; the first one in days. Soon he was in the Captain's bed for a long snooze...  After I later joined the Dusenbury Clan (I married his son, Donald, in 1920), Dr,. Burroughs often told me how kind my father‑in‑law, Capt. Zack, was to him..

"Many years later...my oldest sister, Inez, graduated as a  R.N. in Nursing, under the supervision of Dr. Burroughs... After graduation, her first duty was in the home of Mrs. Lucille Godfrey.... 

"Soon after graduating from Burroughs High, now Conway High, I met and married Capt. Donald H. Dusenbury, son of Capt. Zack Dusenbury, and brother of Col. C. Carl Dusenbury.  Like his late father, he was also Master of the F.G. Burroughs which traveled the waters of the Waccamaw for many years...

"To this union, we were blessed with a sweet little girl, Elaine, now Mrs. Bert Hawley, and living in Georgetown.  This devoted marriage came to a close so early in life, when he passed away in 1927.

"I could not write this and not give due credit to my beloved mother‑in‑law, Mrs. Hattie Dusenbury, and her daughter Jessie, and son Belton, who were all living at the time in the old home at Toddville.   Jessie lives there now in the home she built after fire destroyed the other one.  After my great loss, the family very cordially invited me to make our home with them.  Elaine began her first year in school in Toddville.  Had I not remarried I feel I could have been with Jessie today."

Jessie Dusenbury, daughter of  Capt. Z. W. Dusenbury, wrote an article in the same issue of  IRQ and an abstract follows:

"The first memory I had of my father was as a steamboat captain.  He was captain of several boats that belonged to the Burroughs and Collins Co...  How thrilled his children were when they took a trip with him, pacing all around the deck, watching the wake at the stern of the boat...

....

"When my father and mother (who was Miss Hattie Elvington from Robeson County, N.C.) were first married he farmed the fields around their home at Toddville.  My father was a nature lover and my mother said he had the bluebirds so tame they would light on his shoulder while he was ploughing.

....

"During World War I, I had to stand a physical examination to enter the Civil Service and went to Dr. Hope Burroughs...  When I asked him how much I owed him, he said, 'Not a thing, when I was a young man I came up on the boat with your father from Georgetown and I was broke and Captain Zack didn't charge me a penny.'  The bread papa cast upon the water didn't return to him but to his daughter.

....

"After papa passed away, his brother, Uncle Ulric Dusenbury, had this epitaph engraved on his monument:  "He was faithful to every duty,'".

"Mr. Geo. H. Dusenbury in lifting some heavy weight at the store of Capt. C. S. Causey, last week, injured himself to the extent of having to be taken home.  We are glad to say that he is improving and will soon be out."  (80 years ago)

The following is a portion of the obituary appearing in The Field and Herald in 1910:  "After an illness extending over nearly a year and a confinement to his home of about half that time, Mr. Geo. H. Dusenbury passed away at his home in Conway on Monday, Feb. 21st at about the hour of noon.  Despite his long illness, he was conscious to the last, and leaves to his family and friends the great satisfaction of having heard him say he was ready to go.  In the hour of his death he conversed with the members of his family and to friends....Mr. Dusenbury spent most of his life in this county, principally in the mercantile business, also living in Georgetown a number of years...."  He and his wife are both buried in Lakeside Cemetery, Conway.

Also, in the IRQ , Florence Epps, Editor, wrote "Blanche (Mrs. O. M) Harrelson is named for the engine of the first train to arrive in Conwayboro.  Engineer Calvin Edwards came puffing over the gully trestle, entering Main Street behind the Dusenbury home on the corner of Main and Sixth Avenue.  A 'wall fence' that separated the tracks from the Dusenbury backyard later supported Miss Blanche and the Dusenbury children as they stgrung sweet potatoes and passed them out to workmen on the train.

"In the old Burroughs School on the  corner of Main Street and Lakeside Drive...our Miss Blanche was crowned Queen of the May."

The following are excerpts from an article in the local newspaper:  "One of the very saddest deaths that ever occurred in this community came Thursday afternoon a few minutes before four o'clock when Brantley Burroughs, the 13‑year old son of Mr. and Mrs. L. H. Burroughs, was drowned in the Waccamaw River about one mile from Conway.

"About one hour after school had adjourned that afternoon Brantley in company with eight or ten school mates went for a swim up the river at what is known as the 'Dynamite House.'  Immediately upon their arrival the best swimmers swam across to the opposite bank of the stream.  While they were at this point the lad with two of his companions who had remained at the initial landing place, waded into the river, which was not very deep.  They were on this shallow bluff and he must have overstepped into the main channel which meets the stepp headland abruptly and was drowned before he could be rescued by his comrades.  It is understood that the two boys who were in close proximity to him when he went down endeavored to give him assistance by handing him a pole, but were unable to save him from a watery grave.

"The news of the drowning of this most popular and much beloved youth spread like wild fire and practically all the men of the town turned out to give what assistance they could in the rescuing of the body.  Those who received the terrible information first were on the scene about twenty minutes after he went down the last time.  But he sank in water about 22 feet deep and near a cove in the river and the fact that the bottom was strewn with logs and debris the searching party was unable to rescue his body for some three hours, when life was extinct.  The physicians worked most faithfully with his body for about half an hour, but their efforts were in vain...."
